2. Ezekiel 22:22-30 – When the world around you is falling apart.

Sin is around every corner; evil is where good should be. Who

will stand for what is right?

B. To Encourage Other Workers? (We are Servants)

1. Mark 3:1-5 – A man in great need, no one had the compassion

to help him. Who will reach out to those who are hurting?

Who will show compassion?

2. 2 Timothy 4:9-16 – Lonely words. No one was with Paul in his

toughest hour. Who will stand by those who are fighting for

the truth? Who will hold the hand of those who suffer?

C. To Reach a World that Needs Grace? (We are Messengers)

1. Acts 9:10-16 – People we never would have thought of as

instruments of God, who will go and tell them of the grace of

God?

2. Isaiah 6:6-9a – Who is willing to pass the message of grace that

they have received on to others? Who will tell others of God’s

love? Who will go?

D. To Praise and Honor God? (We are Worshipers)

1. Luke 17:11-19 – God has delivered us from emptiness,

isolation, the pit, dispair and given us meaning, hope, and a

home. Where are those who praise Him for His gift?

2. Romans 1:18-23 – Where are those who show God the

respect due Him?
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
